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FAITH—Students will learn how to share their faith and then go out into the community to put what they have learned into action.  Students will be grouped with their peers as well as an adult leader.  Faith meets on Monday nights at 6 pm.
Ministry Teams and Choir—Students have the opportunity to share their gifts and talents through sports team, drama team, and choir.  Ministry teams and choir meet on Sunday nights at 4 pm for high school students and 4:30 pm for middle school students.
Wednesday Nite Skit Crew—Members of the Skit Crew will be responsible for the announcements on Wednesday nights and Sunday mornings.  Crew members can creatively involve power point, video, and live performances to get the word out about upcoming events.

Give A Testimony—We would like to have several students volunteer to share their testimony on a Wednesday night.  This is a great way for students to relate to other students and share what God is doing in their lives.

Student Prayer Team—One of our goals is to develop a team of students dedicated to praying for the ministry and for each other.  This group will more than likely meet on Wednesday nights before church.
Telephone Tag Team—This group of students will volunteer to make phone calls to people who are on our roll but no longer attend.  Phone calls will be made to inform people about large events as well as to encourage them to get involved in the Student Ministry.

Card Ministry—We would like to create a group of students who are willing to write encouraging cards to new believers and visitors.

Servants On Call—Throughout the year there will be opportunities to serve members of the church and the community through servant projects.

Young Timothies—All students have the opportunity to be a leader.  Young Timothies will assist the Student Leadership Team, be responsible for welcoming and encouraging others, and be on a panel to discuss events and various aspects of the Student Ministry.  

Student Leadership Team—This group of students will be considered the core leadership.  Student Leadership Team members are responsible for helping plan and implement events as well as being present at all activities.  Members will be discipled by going through a leadership study with Kenneth.
